What
qualities of these places make them important?

What sites or buildings have been gathering places or focal points of your community over the years?

Which buildings housed important individuals, groups or organizations that shaped your community’s history?

Which buildings and districts may have been associated with important architects, builders, designers,
developers, or engineers whose work helped define the character of your area?

Which resources shaped social movements or the cultural evolution of your community?
